Infrastructure Improvements Planned for 2015

In 2012, the Dyck Arboretum of the Plains board of trustees along with arboretum staff went thorough a strategic planning
process to identify strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats. That process has helped guide many of our decisions since that
time. We also focused our attention on areas within the arboretum that needed to be addressed in the next three years, including

a new concrete pathway and interpretative signage.

Over the past two years, the arboretum has replaced nearly half of the 20-year old main asphalt path with concrete. The
arboretum has received many positive comments about the new path. We will continue overhauling the path with funding support
from Excel Industries, Inc., The Ash Grove Charitable Foundation, and gifts from many arboretum supporters.

With much of the new path installed, our focus is turning toward improving the visitor experience in multiple ways including
better interpretive signage. In December, the arboretum received a grant from the Stanley Smith Horticultural Trust to fund new

signs. These signs will be in close proximity to displays
along the main and auxiliary paths. Currently, many of
these displays do not have any interpretive signage.

New signs will be coupled with plant identification
labels and linked to the arboretum website through quick
response (QR) codes. One of our goals with new signage is
to provoke thought and inspire visitors to become engaged
in horticulture through native landscaping. This inspiration
could come in the interpretation of a beautiful display or
ecosystem. We believe that visitors who absorb what they
experience at the arboretum will become engaged in our
mission and work to improve their own home landscapes.

Look for these improvements in 2015. We are excited
about the new path and pending new signage. This prairie
garden is here to serve you. If you have questions or
comments about anything happening at the arboretum,
please let us know.
